– The stragglers got picked off. How can you escape  

2. Disobedience    3:7-4:13 

– You will not enter His rest. You will be continually striving 

3. Failing to Mature    5:11-6:20 

– You will lose the gift of repentance 

– You will become numb to sin & forfeit rewards 

4. Willful Sin     10:26-39 

– God is not mocked. You will reap what you sow! 

5. Indifference     12:25-29 

– You will forfeit your inheritance
