And he walked in all the ways of Asa bis fatber; he
turned not aside from it, doing that which was right in
tbe eyes of tbe LORD: ne’uevtbe[ess tbe bigb p[aces
were ot taken away); for the peop[e offereb and burnt
incense yet m the bigb p[aces.
