* The 'big bang’ theory’ is not/cannot be science.

- Science demands observation using one or more of
our five senses (taste, touch, sight, smell, hearing)
and repeatable experimentation

* The 'big bang’ theory’ is a belief system about
our origins

- Thus the ‘big bang’ theory is by definition a religion

Galaxy Formation

The earliest modern theory of the formation of our
galaxy describes a single (relatively) rapid monolithic
collapse.....Another view published in 1978 describes
a more gradual process...... An even more recent idea
IS that significant portions of the stellar halo could be
stellar debris from destroyed dwarf galaxies and globular
clusters...... Giant elliptical galaxies are probably
formed by...... etc.,etc.
