The Gap Theory?

* This theory was proposed by Thomas
Chalmers in 1814,

* He suggested there Is a gap of time
between verse 1 and verse 2;

 |.e. that God created the heavens and
the earth, there was then an
undisclosed period of time when,
according to proponents of this view,
Satan ruled on the earth over a pre-
Adamite civilisation.

* Then, supposedly, due to the
wickedness of this original world, God
sent a flood — called ‘Lucifer’s flood’ —
which destroyed everything from the
face of the earth.

* |t Is then suggested that what we see In
verse two Is the result of this judgment
as God plans to ‘re-create’ as per the
remainder of the Genesis chapter 1
account.

The Gap Theory?

Chalmers Proposal:

« God created the heavens & earth (Gen 1:1)

* There was a pre-Adamic world ruled
by Satan (we're still waiting for a scripture ref for that!)

 This rule lasted an undisclosed period

of time (this purportedly gets around the supposed conflict with
‘'science and scripture’)

 Men and birds inhabited this ‘world’ (jer 4:25)

* All destroyed in a global flood leaving
the world a desolation & in chaos (Jer 4:26)

* God then ‘re-created’ in six days (Gen 1:2-3)



The Gap Theory?

 This has nothing to do with Evolution
* It doesn’t negate a literal 6 day creation

« What it does do is explain the long geological
ages as proposed by James Hutton (d.17 March 1797)
& reinforced by Charles Lyell in 1830

» \What proponents of the Gap Theory
have in common is a yielding to men’s ‘wisdom’
regarding the age of the earth.

Note: the whole purpose of the Gap Theory is to account for the proposed
geologic ages proposed by Swedenborg/Kant/Hutton/Lyell et al and to remove
the perceived contradiction between ‘science’ (so called) and scripture.

But just think about this:

Gap Theorists generally don’t deny the Flood of Noah. But the Flood of Noah
would have totally removed any evidence of the pre-adamic world — undoing all
that they are trying to ‘prove’!



The Gap Theory?

« A few years before Thomas Chalmers theory
was circulated, a lawyer & medical doctor
turned geologist by the name of James
Hutton had captured the imagination of the
scientific community

e Hutton claimed the earth was not young, as
the Bible indicates, but rather the earth was
extremely old.



The Gap Theory?

* He challenged the accepted idea of
Catastrophism (that what we see in the world
today Is the result of major cataclysmic events -
such as Noah's flood), and instead proposed
the idea now known as Uniformitarianism that
states that things have gradually altered over
eons of time.

* |t is against this background of popular scientific
thought...

— all of which sought to discredit the biblical account,
 ..that along comes Mr Chalmers, who, although

no doubt sincere, proposes a theory that
attempted to reconcile the Bible to ‘science’.

* A mining engineer with a wide range of
Interests who also claimed to have psychic
powers.

* He claimed confirmation of his nebular
hypothesis from seances with men on
Jupiter, Saturn and places more distant.

* (Some 20 years earlier, in 1712, when
sSwedenborg was 24 years old, he had the
opportunity to visit with Edmund Halley at
Cambridge, famous for his predictions
regarding the comet that still bears his
name.)



The Nebular Hypothesis

* Pierre Simon Laplace (17494827) lent his
endorsement to Kant's theory, but without
checking the mathematical validations he
was capable of providing.

* Thus, the nebular hypothesis gained
widespread respectability despite serious
mathematical flaws.

« Subseguent writers have continued to
develop variations of this view even though

iIncreasing difficulties render it rather
doubtful.

Plutonic theory “is the geologic theory proposed by James
Hutton around the turn of the 19t century that volcanic
activity was the source of rocks on the surface of the Earth.
It was named for Pluto, the ancient Roman god of the
underworld. This replaced Abraham Werner’s Neptunism
theroy, which claimed that rocks had originated from a great
flood and were basically sedimentary in origin®.

Fossils are often put forward as 'evidence' of evolution and also 'proof' that the earth is billions of years old; in
fact, they are one of the strongest evidences against these two assumptions. Fossils do not show any evidence for
evolution at all; a fact well recognised by Darwin himself. In his book 'The Origin of the Species' Charles Darwin
said: “But, as by this theory, innumerable transitional forms must have exited, why do we not find them imbedded
in countless numbers in the crust of the earth?”*® (page 163).
Darwin added: “The number of intermediate varieties which have
formerly existed must be truly enormous.

Fossils are almost always formed rapidly by sudden death,
burial and extreme pressure being applied to the creature or
life form in question. This implies some sort of upheaval or
catastrophe (such as the worldwide flood described in the
Bible). Very seldom (if ever) will a creature just die and get
fossilised, because unlessit is covered rapidly it would simply
decay or get scavenged by other creatures.
