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Chapter 13 





The Olivet Discourse 
• Jesus‟ final major discourse 

• He gives a dramatic glimpse into the future 

• He foretells:  

– The destruction of the Temple 

– The coming world-wide deception 

– The events that must precede His 2nd Coming  

• Jesus now gives this < 48 hours before He 

would be crucified 

 





3 And as he sat upon the mount of Olives over 
against the temple, Peter and James and John and 
Andrew asked him privately, 

4 Tell us, when shall these things be? and what shall 
be the sign when all these things shall be fulfilled? 

 Mark 13:3-4 

• Longest answer to a question in the NT 

• Three questions: 
– When will the Temple be destroyed? 

– What will be the sign of  „parousia‟  (advent) 

– When will the end of this age come? 



5 And Jesus answering them began to say, Take heed 
lest any man deceive you:  Mark 13:5 



7 Surely the Lord GOD will do nothing, but he 
revealeth his secret unto his servants the prophets. 

Amos 3:7 

History Recorded in Advance 

• The Bible does not „predict‟ future events… 

• …it foretells them. 



6 For many shall come in my name, saying, I am 
Christ; and shall deceive many. 

 Mark 13:6 

• Many have come „in the name of Jesus‟ 

purporting to present Jesus. 
– A Jesus who redefines moral boundaries is not 

the Jesus of the Bible 

– A Jesus who „would not send someone to hell‟ 

is not the Jesus of the Bible  



 Mark 13:7 

7 And when ye shall hear of wars and rumours of 
wars, be ye not troubled: for such things must 
needs be; but the end shall not be yet. 

• This „ye‟ has to be broader than just the 

four disciples 

• „When „ye‟ see the abomination of 

desolation… 
– The disciples did not see this 

• Jesus is speaking of the Nation of Israel  
– Answering a Jewish question about their 

temple & Messiah

8 For nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom 
against kingdom: and there shall be earthquakes 
in divers places, and there shall be famines and 
troubles: these are the beginnings of sorrows. 

• Jesus quotes from the T‟nach 

– 2 Chronicles 15:1-7 

– Isaiah 19:1-4 

• Israel are the focus 



Nation Against Nation 

2 Chron 15:1-6 

1 And the Spirit of God came upon Azariah the son of 
Oded: 
2 And he went out to meet Asa, and said unto him, 
Hear ye me, Asa, and all Judah and Benjamin; The 
LORD is with you, while ye be with him; and if ye seek 
him, he will be found of you; but if ye forsake him, he 
will forsake you. 



Nation Against Nation 

3 Now for a long season Israel hath been without the 
true God, and without a teaching priest, and without 
law. 
4 But when they in their trouble did turn unto the 
LORD God of Israel, and sought him, he was found of 
them. 

2 Chron 15:1-6 



Nation Against Nation 

2 Chron 15:1-6 

5 And in those times there was no peace to him that 
went out, nor to him that came in, but great vexations 
were upon all the inhabitants of the countries. 
6 And nation was destroyed of nation, and city of city: 
for God did vex them with all adversity. 

• God allowed this turmoil to turn Israel back 

to Him

• Jesus quotes from the T‟nach 

– 2 Chronicles 15:1-7 

– Isaiah 19:1-4 

• Israel are the focus 

8 For nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom 
against kingdom: and there shall be earthquakes 
in divers places, and there shall be famines and 
troubles: these are the beginnings of sorrows. 



Kingdom Against Kingdom 

Isaiah 19:1-4 

1 The burden of Egypt. Behold, the LORD rideth upon a 
swift cloud, and shall come into Egypt: and the idols of 
Egypt shall be moved at his presence, and the heart of 
Egypt shall melt in the midst of it. 
2 And I will set the Egyptians against the Egyptians: 
and they shall fight every one against his brother, and 
every one against his neighbour; city against city, and 
kingdom against kingdom. 



Kingdom Against Kingdom 

3 And the spirit of Egypt shall fail in the midst thereof; 
and I will destroy the counsel thereof: and they shall 
seek to the idols, and to the charmers, and to them that 
have familiar spirits, and to the wizards. 
4 And the Egyptians will I give over into the hand of a 
cruel lord; and a fierce king shall rule over them, saith 
the Lord, the LORD of hosts. 

Isaiah 19:1-4 

• Islam is set against itself 



 Mark 13:8 

• Jesus gives us a detailed glimpse in 

Revelation ch 6 

– War is on the increase 

– Famine is worse than ever 

– Earthquakes are increasing 

8 For nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom 
against kingdom: and there shall be earthquakes 
in divers places, and there shall be famines and 
troubles: these are the beginnings of sorrows. 



Beginning of Sorrows 

• Revelation 6 

– White Horse 

• Antichrist conquers through false peace 

– Red Horse 

• Peace taken from the earth – ¼ of the earth die 

– Black Horse 

• Famine following time of war 

– Pale Horse 

• Violence / Famine / Pestilence  



9 And when he had opened the fifth seal, I saw under 
the altar the souls of them that were slain for the 
word of God, and for the testimony which they held: 

10 And they cried with a loud voice, saying, How long, 
O Lord, holy and true, dost thou not judge and 
avenge our blood on them that dwell on the earth? 

11 And white robes were given unto every one of them; 
and it was said unto them, that they should rest yet 
for a little season, until their fellowservants also 
and their brethren, that should be killed as they were, 
should be fulfilled.

12 And I beheld when he had opened the sixth seal, and, 
lo, there was a great earthquake; and the sun became 
black as sackcloth of hair, and the moon became as 
blood;

Revelation 6:9-17 

15 And the kings of the earth, and the great men, and 
the rich men, and the chief captains, and the mighty 
men, and every bondman, and every free man, hid 
themselves in the dens and in the rocks of the 
mountains; 

16 And said to the mountains and rocks, Fall on us, and 
hide us from the face of him that sitteth on the 
throne, and from the wrath of the Lamb: 

17 For the great day of his wrath is come; and who shall 
be able to stand? 



Isaiah13:6-11 

The day of the LORD 

6 Howl ye; for the day of the LORD is at hand; it shall 
come as a destruction from the Almighty. 
7 Therefore shall all hands be faint, and every man's 
heart shall melt: 
8 And they shall be afraid: pangs and sorrows shall take 
hold of them; they shall be in pain as a woman that 
travaileth: they shall be amazed one at another; their 
faces shall be as flames. 



Isaiah13:6-11 

The day of the Lord 

9 Behold, the day of the LORD cometh, cruel both with 
wrath and fierce anger, to lay the land desolate: and he 
shall destroy the sinners thereof out of it. 
10 For the stars of heaven and the constellations thereof 
shall not give their light: the sun shall be darkened in 
his going forth, and the moon shall not cause her light to 
shine. 



Isaiah13:6-11 

The day of the Lord 

11 And I will punish the world for their evil, and the 
wicked for their iniquity; and I will cause the arrogancy 
of the proud to cease, and will lay low the haughtiness 
of the terrible. 
12 I will make a man more precious than fine gold; even 
a man than the golden wedge of Ophir. 
13 Therefore I will shake the heavens, and the earth 
shall remove out of her place, in the wrath of the 
LORD of hosts, and in the day of his fierce anger. 



The day of the Lord 

• It is a time of God‟s wrath 

• It is God‟s judgment on a wicked, 

unbelieving and Christ-rejecting world 

• It is also a time that God will use to turn 

Israel back to Himself 
 

 
 



Hosea 5:15 

The day of the Lord 

15  I will go and return to my place, till they 
acknowledge their offence, and seek my face: in their 
affliction they will seek me early. 



9 But take heed to yourselves: for they shall deliver 
you up to councils; and in the synagogues ye 
shall be beaten: and ye shall be brought before 
rulers and kings for my sake, for a testimony 
against them. 

10 And the gospel must first be published among all 
nations. 

 Mark 13:9-10 



14 And this gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in 
all the world for a witness unto all nations; and then 
shall the end come. 

Matthew 24:14 

• The Gospel of the kingdom is not the same 

gospel as we preach! 

• We preach „the gospel of the Grace of God‟ 

• John preached: “Repent for the Kingdom is 

at hand” 

• The Angels will preach this gospel!  

 



Everlasting Gospel 

Revelation 14:6-7 

6 And I saw another angel fly in the midst of heaven, 
having the everlasting gospel to preach unto them 
that dwell on the earth, and to every nation, and 
kindred, and tongue, and people, 

7 Saying with a loud voice, Fear God, and give glory to 
him; for the hour of his judgment is come: and 
worship him that made heaven, and earth, and the 
sea, and the fountains of waters. 



11 But when they shall lead you, and deliver you up, 
take no thought beforehand what ye shall speak, 
neither do ye premeditate: but whatsoever shall 
be given you in that hour, that speak ye: for it is 
not ye that speak, but the Holy Ghost. 

12 Now the brother shall betray the brother to 
death, and the father the son; and children shall 
rise up against their parents, and shall cause 
them to be put to death.  Mark 13: 11-13 



 Mark 13:13 

• True of all disciples & the Church, but 

specifically of Israel 

– In fulfilment of Deuteronomy 28 etc. 

13 And ye shall be hated of all men for my name's 
sake: but he that shall endure unto the end, the 
same shall be saved. 



 Mark 13:13 

• Those who will be saved are those who 

make it to the end! 

• This cannot be talking of the Church! 
– The Church is promised a way to escape! 

13 And ye shall be hated of all men for my name's 
sake: but he that shall endure unto the end, the 
same shall be saved. 

• Can only apply to Israel 
– Zechariah 9.9 – Two thirds will die 

 



Luke 21:36 

36 Watch ye therefore, and pray always, that ye may 
be accounted worthy to escape all these things that 
shall come to pass, and to stand before the Son of 
man. 

Not Appointed to Wrath 



1 Thessalonians 5:1-9 

1 But of the times and the seasons, brethren, ye have no 
need that I write unto you. 

2 For yourselves know perfectly that the day of the 
Lord so cometh as a thief in the night. 

3 For when they shall say, Peace and safety; then 
sudden destruction cometh upon them, as travail 
upon a woman with child; and they shall not escape. 

 

9 For God hath not appointed us to wrath, but to obtain 
salvation by our Lord Jesus Christ,

Isaiah 26:20-21 

Not Appointed to Wrath 

20 Come, my people, enter thou into thy chambers, and 
shut thy doors about thee: hide thyself as it were for a 
little moment, until the indignation be overpast. 
21 For, behold, the LORD cometh out of his place to 
punish the inhabitants of the earth for their iniquity: 
the earth also shall disclose her blood, and shall no more 
cover her slain. 



Zephaniah 2:3 

Not Appointed to Wrath 

3 Seek ye the LORD, all ye meek of the earth, which 
have wrought his judgment; seek righteousness, seek 
meekness: it may be ye shall be hid in the day of the 
LORD's anger. 



Joel 2:15-18 

 

Not Appointed to Wrath 

15 Blow the trumpet in Zion, sanctify a fast, call a 
solemn assembly: 
16 Gather the people, sanctify the congregation, assemble 
the elders, gather the children, and those that suck the 
breasts: let the bridegroom go forth of his chamber, and 
the bride out of her closet. 



Joel 2:15-18 

 

Not Appointed to Wrath 

17 Let the priests, the ministers of the LORD, weep 
between the porch and the altar, and let them say, Spare 
thy people, O LORD, and give not thine heritage to 
reproach, that the heathen should rule over them: 
wherefore should they say among the people, Where is 
their God? 
18 Then will the LORD be jealous for his land, and pity 
his people.
