Dr Luke‟s Diagnosis 

• Great drops of blood 

• Hema-ti-drosis 

• Extreme anguish and mental pressure 

• Not because of the cross 

• But because of the cup of God‟s wrath 

• 3x „if there is any other way…‟ 

• Separation from His Father  

• “My God, my God, why have You 

forsaken me” – Matt 27:46

Hebrews 12:3-4 

3 For consider him that endured such contradiction of 
sinners against himself, lest ye be wearied and faint 
in your minds. 
4 Ye have not yet resisted unto blood, striving 
against sin.

Jewish Expectation 
• The disciples were expecting a national deliver 

• The Jews were fearing a political insurrection 

against Rome 

• Jewish leaders wanted to maintain status quo 

• Peter, bolstered by the „falling over‟ sets about 

them one by one 

• Jesus diffuses this tension  

• He had already fought the real battle that night 

• He was still being obedient to the Father‟s will 



Lessons for Today? 
• We are not fighting for a political kingdom 

• We will not build the kingdom-now 

• Fighting social battles will cause those around 

us to lose their ears 

• True freedom is declared at the cross... 

• Not in the garden 

• We must not and cannot circumnavigate the 

Cross 



48 And Jesus answered and said unto them, Are ye 
come out, as against a thief, with swords and with 
staves to take me? 

49 I was daily with you in the temple teaching, and 
ye took me not: but the scriptures must be 
fulfilled.

55 And the chief priests and all the council sought 
for witness against Jesus to put him to death; and 
found none. 

56 For many bare false witness against him, but 
their witness agreed not together. 

57 And there arose certain, and bare false witness 
against him, saying, 

58 We heard him say, I will destroy this temple that 
is made with hands, and within three days I will 
build another made without hands.

59 But neither so did their witness agree together.

Six Illegal Trials 

• Jewish Trials: 

• Before Annas (John 18:12-14) 

• Before Caiaphas (John 18:19-24) 

• Before the Sanhedrin (Matt 27:1,2) 

• Roman Trials: 

• Before Pilate (John 18:28-38) 

• Before Herod (Luke 23:6-11) 

• Before Pilate (John 18:39-19:16) 



Kangaroo Court 

• Jesus endured 3 Jewish / 3 Roman trials 

• It was illegal to carry weapons on feast a day 

• It was illegal to bind the accused before 

condemnation 

• It was illegal for the judges to participate in 

the arrest of the accused  

• No trial could be conducted at night 

• Verdict (other than acquittal) could not be 

pronounced the same day 

• High Priest not allowed to rent robes 

 



62 And Jesus said, I am: and ye shall see the Son of 
man sitting on the right hand of power, and 
coming in the clouds of heaven. 

63 Then the high priest rent his clothes, and saith, 
What need we any further witnesses? 

64 Ye have heard the blasphemy: what think ye? 
And they all condemned him to be guilty of death.

65 And some began to spit on him, and to cover his 
face, and to buffet him, and to say unto him, 
Prophesy: and the servants did strike him with 
the palms of their hands.

68 But he denied, saying, I know not, neither 
understand I what thou sayest. And he went out 
into the porch; and the cock crew. 

69 And a maid saw him again, and began to say to 
them that stood by, This is one of them. 

70 And he denied it again. And a little after, they 
that stood by said again to Peter, Surely thou art 
one of them: for thou art a Galilaean, and thy 
speech agreeth thereto.

71 But he began to curse and to swear, saying, I 
know not this man of whom ye speak. 

72 And the second time the cock crew. And Peter 
called to mind the word that Jesus said unto him, 
Before the cock crow twice, thou shalt deny me 
thrice. And when he thought thereon, he wept.

• He had tried to take on 600+ soldiers 

• But now is intimidated by a girl 

• In our flesh dwells no good thing 

• To will.... but not to perform... (Rom 7:18) 

• The transformation: 

• „I can do all things through Christ...‟ (Phil 4:13) 

• Compare John 18:27 with Acts 4:6-14
