Now the Lord had said unto Abram, Get thee out of 
thy country, and from thy kindred, and from thy 
father's house, unto a land that I will shew thee:   And I 
will make of thee a great nation, and I will bless thee, 
and make thy name great; and thou shalt be a blessing:   
And I will bless them that bless thee, and curse him 
that curseththee: and in thee shall all families of the 
earth be blessed.

Godôs Covenant with Israel

35 Thus saith the LORD, which giveth the sun for a 
light by day, and the ordinances of the moon and of the 
stars for a light by night, which divideth the sea when 
the waves thereof roar; The LORD of hosts is his 
name:

ÅIt was also regarding a very specific piece of land

ÅIt was the one piece of land on the entire earth 
that God claimed as His owné

Åéand He gave it as a permeant possession to 
Abraham and his descendants.

[If thy people] sin against thee, (for there is no man 
which sinnethnot,) and thou be angry with them, and 
deliver them over before their enemies, and they carry 
them away captives unto a land far off or near;   Yet if 
they bethink themselves in the land whitherthey are 
carried captive, and turn and pray unto thee in the 
land of their captivity, saying, We have sinned, we 
have done amiss, and have dealt wickedly;

Deuteronomy 28

Deuteronomy 28:58-67

58If thou wilt not observe to do all the words of this 
law that are written in this book, that thou mayest 
fear this glorious and fearful name, THE LORD THY 
GOD;
59Then the LORD will make thy plagues wonderful, 
and the plagues of thy seed, even great plagues, and of 
long continuance, and sore sicknesses, and of long 
continuance.

ÅNo one assumes these are transferred! 



60 Moreover he will bring upon thee all the diseases of 
Egypt, which thou wast afraid of; and they shall cleave 
unto thee.
61Also every sickness, and every plague, which is not 
written in the book of this law, them will the LORD 
bring upon thee, until thou be destroyed.
62 And ye shall be left few in number, whereas ye were 
as the stars of heaven for multitude; because thou 
wouldest not obey the voice of the LORD thy God.

ÅFor failure to obey the Mosaic Lawé

ÅIsrael would be driven from the Land of Israel

ÅIsrael would be scattered among all people

ÅóFrom one end of earth to the otherô

ÅTheir lives would hang in doubt

ÅThey would be in great distress

ÅAll this has happened! (to the letter!)

ÅYet Israel remains as an identifiable ethnic 
group

ÅContrast with Hittites / Jebusites / Amalakites



ñDespite wars, persecutions and 

repeated attempts to obliterate them, 

they have kept their peculiar identity. 

They have remained a people apart 

from the other nations of the world, a

What About Israel?

Romans 11:1

1 I say then, Hath God cast away his people? God forbid. 
For I also am an Israelite, of the seed of Abraham, of the 
tribe of Benjamin.

ÅThe Church began with Jews

ÅPaul was a Jew and a Christian

ÅóGod has not ócast awayô the Jews because 

most of the early Church is Jewishô



What About Israel?

Romans 11:2-4

2 God hath not cast away his people which he foreknew. 
Wot ye not what the scripture saith of Elijah? how he 
maketh intercession to God against Israel, saying,
3Lord, they have killed thy prophets, and digged down 
thine altars; and I am left alone, and they seek my life.
4 But what saith the answer of God unto him? I have 
reserved to myself seven thousand men, who have not 
bowed the knee to the image of Baal.

ÅGod gives Elijah the victory

ÅElijah flees for his life for Horeb



9 And he came thither unto a cave, and lodged there;

10And he said, I have been very jealous for the LORD 
God of hosts: for the children of Israel have forsaken 
thy covenant, thrown down thine altars, and slain thy 
prophets with the sword; and I, even I only, am left;

ÅSo, in the early Church, many Jews had 

become believers and were saved and 

had not been ócast offô

remnant according to the election of grace.

ÅThe BIG questioné

ÅWhat about national Israel?



What About Israel?

Romans 11:7-8

7 What then? Israel hath not obtained that which he 
seeketh for; but the election hath obtained it, and the rest 
were blinded 
8 (According as it is written, God hath given them the 
spirit of slumber, eyes that they should not see, and ears 
that they should not hear;) unto this day.

ÅPaul restates the question:

(those reserved by God)(those reserved by God)

Permanent Blindness?

Romans 11:11

11I say then, Have they stumbled that they should fall? 
God forbid: but rather through their fall salvation is 
come unto the Gentiles, for to provoke them to jealousy.

ÅFrom the context, the ótheyô has to refer to 

those whose eyes have been blinded (in 

verse 8)

Åi.e. National Israel 

ÅIs this blindness permanent?



Summary

ÅPaul is addressing the issue of Israel

ÅMany Jewôs have been saved (reserved)

(this would include the majority of the early 
church prior to Paulôs missionary journeys)

ÅThe rest of Israel has been blinded due to 
their unbelief & rejection of Christ

ÅBut the blindness is not permanent

ÅGod has allowed it that salvation may go to 
the Gentiles

ÅThis will provoke Israel to jealousy 



Israelôs Fullness

Romans 11:12

12Now if the fall of them be the riches of the world, and 
the diminishing of them the riches of the Gentiles; how 
much more their fulness?

ÅThrough their blindness salvation has come 

to the Gentiles ïthis is riches indeed!

ÅTo speak of their ófullnessô would make no 

sense if they no longer have any part in 

Godôs plan!



Israelôs Destiny

ÅNational Israelôs blindness is not
permanent

ÅPaul speaks of a time of greater 
worldwide blessing when National 
Israel is restored



Paulôs Desire

Romans 11:14

14If by any means I may provoke to emulation them 
which are my flesh, and might save some of them.

ÅTo provoke to jealousy ïto save some 



Israelôs Destiny

Romans 11:15

15For if the casting away of them be the reconciling of 
the world, what shall the receiving of them be, but life 
from the dead?

ÅóThemô = National Israel



Paulôs Summary

Romans 11:25-27

25For I would not, brethren, that ye should be ignorant 
of this mystery, lest ye should be wise in your own 
conceits; that blindness in part is happened to Israel, 
until the fulness of the Gentiles be come in.
26 And so all Israel shall be saved: as it is written, There 
shall come out of Sion the Deliverer, and shall turn 
away ungodliness from Jacob:

ÅThough Israel had been disobedienté

ÅAnd God had, and would scatter them among all
nationsé

ÅGod, for His nameôs sake would bring them back to 
their land of their fathersé

ÅThe land would burst forth into lifeé

ÅAnd God would put a new spirit in their hearts

ÅThey will be His people, and He their God



16Moreover the word of the LORD came unto me,

Israel ï1000 B.C. Ezekiel is writing 587 B.C.)



21And say unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD; 
Behold, I will take the children of Israel from among 
the heathen, whither they be gone, and will gather them 
on every side, and bring them into their own land:
22 And I will make them one nation in the land upon 
the mountains of Israel; and one king shall be king to 
them all: and they shall be no more two nations, 
neither shall they be divided into two kingdoms any 
more at all:

Ezekiel 37

Ezekiel 37:21-26



23Neither shall they defile themselves any more with 
their idols, nor with their detestable things, nor with 
any of their transgressions: but I will save them out of 
all their dwellingplaces, wherein they have sinned, and 
will cleanse them: so shall they be my people, and I will 
be their God.
