* In verses 1-8, the campaign of Alexander the Great
IS highlighted:
— his successes in v.1-7
— the deliverance of Jerusalem in v.8



The burden of the word of the Lord in the land of
Hadrach, and Damascus shall be the rest thereof:
when the eyes of man, as of all the tribes of Israel,
shall be toward the Lord.

And Hamath also shall border thereby; Tyrus, and
Zidon, though it be very wise.

Ashkelon shall see it, and fear:

Gaza also shall see it, and be very sorrowful,
and Ekron; for her expectation shall be ashamed;
and the king shall perish from Gaza,

and Ashkelon shall not be inhabited.

and his abominations from between his teeth: but he
that remaineth, even he, shall be for our God, and he
shall be as a governor in Judah, and Ekron as a
Jebusite.

And | will encamp about mine house because of the
army, because of him that passeth by, and because of
him that returneth; and no oppressor shall pass
through them any more:; for now have | seen with
mine eyes.

thee: he Is just, and having salvation; lowly, and riding
upon an ass, and upon a colt the foal of an ass.

The Lord of hosts shall defend them; and they shall
devour, and subdue with sling stones;

wine; and they shall be filled like bowls, and as the
corners of the altar.

of a crown, lifted up as an ensign upon his land.

For how great is his goodness, and how great is his
beauty! corn shall make the young men cheerful, and
new wine the maids.

and they shall fight, because the Lord is with them,
and the riders on horses shall be confounded.

And | will strengthen the house of Judah, and | will
save the house of Joseph, and | will bring them again

to place them; for | have mercy upon them: and they
shall be as though I had not cast them off; for | am the
Lord their God, and will hear them.

And they of Ephraim shall be like a mighty man,
and their heart shall rejoice as through wine: yea, their
children shall see it, and be glad; their heart shall
rejoice in the Lord.

| will hiss for them, and gather them; for | have
redeemed them:; and they shall increase as they have

increased.

And | will sow them among the people: and they
shall remember me in far countries; and they shall live
with their children, and turn again.
