The Work of the Messiah

« Sin does fivefold damage, so there must be a great

work of redemption to counter the effects of sin

— To preach the gospel to the poor:
« Sin impoverishes, and the Messiah brings good news to the poor.
— To heal the brokenhearted:
« Sin breaks hearts, and the Messiah has good news for the
brokenhearted.
— To proclaim liberty to the captives:
« Sin makes people captive and enslaves them, and the Messiah
comes to set them free.
— Recovery of sight to the blind:
 Sin blinds us, and the Messiah comes to heal our spiritual and
moral blindness.
— To set at liberty those who are oppressed:

« Sin oppresses its victims, and the Messiah comes to bring liberty
to the oppressed.

Dispensational Gaps

We have 24 “dispensational gaps” recorded in
scripture!

— There are no meaningless details!

In each case, the ‘clock stops ticking’ for Israel as
God deals with (and brings in) the Gentiles!

— See Luke 19:42 / Romans 11:25 / Acts 15:14-16
The number 24 1s associated with the Church!

In Revelation 4-5 we see the church represented by
24 Elders
