of Israel.

Therefore is the anger of the Lord kindled against
his people, and he hath stretched forth his hand
against them, and hath smitten them:

Isalah 5:24-25

* This is the reason for Israel’s current plight

Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign;
Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son,
and shall call his name Immanuel.

...For {)efore the child shall know to refuse the
evil, and choose the good, the land that thou
abhorrest shall be forsaken of both her kings.

Isaiah’s Summary

And it shall come to pass in that day, that every
place shall be, where there were a thousand

vines at a thousand silverlings, it shall even be
for briers and thorns.

righteousness.

For the Lord God of hosts shall make a
consumption, even determined, in the midst of
all the land.
