The Story So Far… 

• God has created all things – „Very good‟ 

• Lucifer (Anointed Cherub) given the 

highest position 

– To whom would the king delight to do honour 

more than to myself?  (Esther 6:6) 

• Then Adam is made in the image of God 

and given the charge over all creation! 

• Satan – furious – seeks to destroy man 

• God (in His mercy) promises a Saviour   

– Kinsman Redeemer  / “Seed of the woman” 



The Story So Far… 

• Satan launches a full scale attack against 

the Seed (who will it be?) 

– Abel? 

– The 1st murder 

• Satan launches 2nd assault 

– Satanic intrusion into the human race 

– Wickedness goes off the scale 

– God interviews to save humanity 

– Only Noah & his family remain genetically pure 

• God sends the flood (to preserve humanity) 



The Story So Far… 

• After the flood, Satan launches a more subtle 

threefold stratagem: 

• World Government 

– To manipulate mankind (against the Seed) 

• False Religion 

– To deceive mankind (into following a false seed) 

• „Seek & Destroy‟ Plan 

– To annihilate the „threat‟ of the real Seed 

– Satan has good intelligence and knows where to 

target

• God has (and still) blesses those who bless 

national Israel 

• Throughout history, those who have „cursed‟ 

Israel have themselves been „cursed‟ 

– “You can chart the decline of the British Empire from 

the time it turned it‟s back on Israel” 

• Matt 25 sees the dramatic conclusion of this 

prophecy to „curse those who curse you‟ with the 

“judgment of the nations” 



Genesis 12 

• God‟s “7 I Wills” 

– I will make of you a great nation 

– I will bless you 

– I will make your name great 

– I will make you a blessing 

– I will bless those who bless you 

– I will curse those who curse you 

– I will bless all the families of the earth through

• Conditions of the covenant: 

– Get out of your country  

• Abraham doesn‟t do this immediately  

– Go to the land I will show you 

• Abraham doesn‟t do this either 

– Separate from your kindred 

• Not until Ch.13 does Abraham separate from Lot 

• Abraham keeps building alters in the land 

– Every time he hears from God again… 

– Which is every time he remembers to obey!

United Nations Bias    

• Of 865 Security Council resolutions passed 

before 1990: 

  - 526 were directed against Israel  61% 

• Of 690 General Assembly resolutions voted 

on before 1990: 

 - 429 were directed against Israel.   62% 

• During 5 wars against Israel  

– No UN resolutions against the Arab Nation 



• November 2003 – Israel introduced it‟s first 

resolution since 1976. 

• Israel requested that Arab terrorist not target 

Israeli women and children. 

• It was rejected. 

• The UN then adopted a resolution that 

demanded protection of Palestinian children 

from Israel!

• It began with Investigation 

– She “went out to see the daughters of the land”

– Evidently she stayed for many days 

•  And ended with Humiliation 

– “He took her and lay with her, and defiled her” 

•  Followed by de-sensitisation  

– She stayed "in the camp of the Hivites" until her 

brothers take her away

• What was it? 

• Many different opinions: 

– Coat of many pieces of coloured material 

– Coat of dyed in expensive colours 

– Coat representing authority (birthright?) 

– Long Coat with sleeves (Keil & Delitzsch)  

– A Seamless robe 

– Symbol of purity? 



• The first dream was terrestrial   

 (ruling on the earth?) 

• The second dream is celestial

• Idiom used in Revelation of Israel

Joseph‟s Temptation 

• Joseph is now is his mid-20‟s (middle aged) 

• He is good looking & has a good 

physique  

• Potiphar‟s wife was good looking 

• Egyptian women used cosmetics 

• He is presented with the perfect 

opportunity – no one need know!   



Joseph‟s Resolve 

• It would be great wickedness re: Poitphar 

• It would be sin against God 

• The decision had been made long ago

God‟s Timing 

• After 2 years the circumstance are 

perfect for Joseph‟s release 

• “God is seldom Early but never Late” 

•  If we learn to worship God in the trying 

circumstances, He will alter them in two 

seconds when He chooses. 
– Chambers, Oswald, My Utmost for His Highest,  



Joseph‟s Advice 

• He moves beyond his original duty 

– Interpret Pharaoh‟s dream 

• He now offers advice 

– Collect a 20% tax during the times of 

plenty 

• As had his previous employers, 

Pharaoh now sees that God is with him 



Rags to Riches 

• From Prisoner… 

• To Dream Interrupter… 

• To Prime Minister in a day. 

• Is Joseph now being “blessed?” 

• Those who follow God, find real 

contentment wherever God has them 



Rags to Riches 

Phil 4:11-13 



Joseph‟s Shrewd Plan 

• He had collected 20% of the crops as a tax 

• Now he is selling it back to the people for a 
profit 

• Pharaoh becomes very wealthy/powerful  

• “The famine was over all the face of the 
earth” 

• “all countries came to Joseph in Egypt to buy 
grain” 

• The Stage set for Joseph to meet his 
brothers. 



Chapter 42 

• Brother‟s first visit 

• Joseph is now about 38 years old 

• His life is about to drastically change 

again… 

 

 

 



An Unlikely Reunion 

• 21 years after they had sold him into 

slavery they come to Egypt 

• Joseph is confronted by his 10 brothers 

• He has the advantage,  

– “Joseph recognized his brothers, but they 

did not recognize him” 



An Unlikely Reunion 

• Their entrance literally fulfilled Joseph‟s 

1st Dream 

• “Joseph‟s brothers came and bowed 

down before him with their faces to the 

earth” 

 cf Genesis 37:5-8 



Joseph‟s Reminders 

• Why is Joseph doing this? 

– Revenge? = Seeking to Trouble them 

– Research? = Seeking to Test them 

• Joseph wants Reconciliation, BUT… 

• For Reconciliation there must be 

Repentance FIRST 



Joseph‟s Reminders 

• He does to them what they did to him 

• They are falsely accused 

• They plead the innocence 

• They are accused again 

• They are imprisoned for 3 days 

• Eventually all but Simeon are sent 

home 

• …with their money in their sacks!  



Chapter 43-46 

• Joseph‟s brothers 2nd visit to Egypt 

• This time with Benjamin 

• Joseph arranges a meal  

• They are released but Joseph has one 

final test! 



The Final Test 

• The Cup of Joseph 

• Symbolic of Fellowship? 1 Cor 10:16 

• So-called “source of his insight” = divination 

• How will the brothers react to Benjamin 
being “caught”? 

• Will they betray him? 

• Will they “sell him” to save their own skin? 

• Only when the kettle is boiling, does it sing! 

• Mark 4:6 – the trial reveals the root 

 



The Helpless Brothers  

• The fight is over… 

• They have come to the end of 

themselves 

• “How shall we clear ourselves?” 

• “God has found out the iniquity of 

your servants” 



The Intersession of Judah 

• It demonstrates his love for his father 

• It demonstrates his obligation to the 

safety of Benjamin  

• He makes no defense 

• He gives no excuse 

• He only offers himself in exchange for 

Benjamin‟s release 



The Revelation of Joseph 

• How did the brothers „discover‟ Joseph? 

• When He chose to reveal Himself 

• How did they come to a place of 

repentance? 

• Joseph‟s goodness (Rom 2:4) 

• When did they „discover‟ Joseph? 

• In their darkest hour 



The Shocking Truth 

• The Rejected has become their Ruler 

• The Response of Israel at His Second 

Coming? 

 - They will see that all along, He had been 

blessing them (double grain, money etc) 

 - They remained blind until they were in a 

place of repentance  



From Repentance to Reward 

• Israel is given “the best land of all the 

land of Egypt” 

• Why? 

• Because of Joseph's GRACE 

• "Unmerited favour" 

• Before they were Rewarded… 

• They needed to Repent

• Jacob has done nothing to “earn” this 
privilege… 

• Now God has provided it

A Problem of Conscience  

• 17 years after being reunited with 
Joseph… 

• The brothers are still carrying the weight 
of their guilt 

• They are being held by the  

– Clinging Power of Guilt…  

• Rather than the  

– Cleansing Power of Grace  



A Problem of Conscience  

• Why? 

• Their perception of forgiveness 

• Either comes by Sacrifice  

– paying for their own transgression 

• Or comes by Grace  

– accepting the payment of another in your 
place
