ÅWhy did Jesus say óHis hour had now comeô?

Daniel ï around 537 B.C. 

ÅIsraelôs 70 captivity in Babylon was over 
ÅAround 50,000 Jews had returned homeé 
Åébut Daniel now aged c.83 had remained in 

Babylon  
ÅChapter 9 reveals that Daniel was confused: 
ïThe captivity was over, but Jerusalem still lay in 

ruins 

ïDaniel turned to the prophecies of Jeremiah and 
realised that there was a second period of 70 
years judgment decreed upon Jerusalem

ïOne of the most impassioned prayers in scripture! 

ïQuoting almost verbatim Solomon's prayer in       
1 Chronicles 6:36-39

ÅBut part way into his prayer for Jerusalem 

Daniel is interrupted! 

ÅNot by a knock at the dooré

Kangaroo Court 
 A kangaroo court  refers to a sham legal proceeding or 

court  that deny due process rights in the name of 

expediency. Such rights include the right to summon 

witnesses, the right of cross-examination, the right not to 

incriminate oneself, the right not to be tried on secret 

evidence, the right to control one's own defense, the right 

to exclude evidence that is improperly obtained, irrelevant 

or inherently inadmissible, e.g., hearsay, the right to 

exclude judges or jurors on the grounds of partiality or 

conflict of interest, and the right of appeal. The outcome of 

a trial by "kangaroo court" is essentially determined in 

advance, usually for the purpose of providing a conviction, 

either by going through the motions of manipulated 

procedure or by allowing no defense at all.

ÅJesus endured 3 Jewish / 3 Roman trials 

ÅIt was illegal to carry weapons on feast a day 

ÅIt was illegal to bind the accused before 

condemnation 

ÅIt was illegal for the judges to participate in 

the arrest of the accused  

ÅNo trial could be conducted at night 

ÅVerdict (other than acquittal) could not be 

pronounced the same day 

ÅHigh Priest not allowed to rent robes
